The cool season grass on 

the greens does not like the warmer weather, which causes a good bit of our time to be 

devoted to hand watering of the greens. The hand watering or syringing of the greens is 

used to cool the surface in order to prevent the grass from wilting. This process is crucial 

to getting our greens through the stress of the summer. When you see a member of the 

maintenance crew doing this job please do not hit into the staff member. Give them a 

few moments to finish their job. The dirt work on the bunker on #18 is complete, 

however I will hold off on seeding this area until cooler weather has arrived.
